Cage – 3.20-4.45pm.  it is expected that players commit fully to all trainings and games. 
 

Uniform 
The “Junior A” team will be provided with a singlet top to compete in and they are to wear their SPC 

PE shorts.  The Junior B team will wear their PE uniform. 
 

Fees 
Fees are $20 for the season.  Once the teams have been confirmed your son’s SPC account will be 

charged.  Payment will be required prior to the competition start date of 22nd October.
